6.0 ACCESS TO SITE

The Employer will be responsible for obtaining authority to enter any site for the purpose of conducting field investigations, including meeting in advance all relevant site security procedures.   The Consultant however will be responsible for submitting timeously all documentation required.   Where circumstances beyond the control of the Consultant deny access to the site (e.g. during blasting operations) standing time rates will be paid.

7.0
UNDERGROUND SERVICES

The Employer will be responsible for locating the presence of underground services.

8.0
RESPONSIBILITY FOR TESTING WORK

The procedure and equipment to be used to execute tests shall be as detailed in the Consultant’s proposal but acceptable to the Engineer.

Unless stipulated otherwise in the Contract, all large diameter holes shall be backfilled by hand without compaction before departure from site by the Consultant.   Should special backfill techniques be required payment will be made to the Consultant for the work according to the rates set out in the Contract.

The Consultant shall not be required to accept responsibility for:

a) Any test holes left open and not backfilled.   Where required the Consultant shall erect barriers and be paid in accordance with the Contract.

b) The subsequent subsidence of backfill material in the test holes.

c) The disposal of any surplus spoil from test holes.

d) Reinstatement of damage to surfaces, gardens and the like due to testing operations.

9.0
ADVERSE SITE CONDITIONS

Tests will be carried out in positions indicated by the Employer unless, after consultation between the Employer and the Consultant, access thereto or the nature of the ground is such that in the Consultant’s opinion the testing cannot be carried out safely with the equipment proposed.

Drilling or probing of the holes will be terminated where excessive ground collapse, water ingress, boulders or other obstructions are encountered or where refusal or the limit of the machine is reached.   Should special techniques be required to extend a hole payment will be made for the additional work at the rates stipulated in the contract.

10.0 MEASUREMENT

The information recorded on the Consultant’s daily field report shall be used to determine quantities for payment purposes of field work.   All quantities will be remeasured on completion of the work.   No payments shall be made on any field reports not so submitted or approved.

11.0
TERMS OF PAYMENT


Payment with respect to Services rendered will be made to the Consultant prior to the end of the month following the month during which Services were carried out in terms of the Contract, to the satisfaction of the Engineer.


Payment will be conditional to the relevant invoices, stating the Contract number, being received by the Employer by not later than the 25th day of the month during which Services have been carried out and provided that the Consultant's obligations, including the provision of Documentation as may be required, have been fulfilled in terms of the Contract.

14.0
CONDUCT


All persons providing Services on Site in terms of the Contract shall comply with all reasonable instructions issued by the Engineer, shall perform such services faithfully and diligently and shall furthermore, comply with security and other regulations and procedures as may from time to time apply to personnel and place or places of work.  This will include compliance in all respects with the Employer’s Site Rules and Regulations.


Should any person providing Services commit a material breach of any applicable security or safety regulation or, in the opinion of the Engineer, misconduct himself, the Engineer will have the right to immediately have such person removed from the Site and either terminate the Contract or relevant part thereof or request the Consultant to provide a suitable replacement.

INSURANCE 

The Consultant shall remain fully responsible for effecting in the joint names of itself and the Employer in the form of and with an Insurance company approved by the Employer insurance of any risks on behalf of itself, its subcontractors and its suppliers including insurance for the following:

a) The Works

b) Injury to persons and damage to property.

c) Employer common law liability insurance.

d) For any own hired and/or operated by it plant machinery equipment tools tackle etc., for the full replacement value thereof.

e) Motor vehicle insurance.

f) Materials intended to be incorporated into the Works until such time as incorporated.

The Consultant shall remain fully responsible for effecting in the form of and with an Insurance company approved by the Employer insurance of any other risks on behalf of itself its subcontractors and its suppliers including insurance for the following:

g) Professional Indemnity for a limit of indemnity considered by the Employer to be adequate based on the circumstance of each Contract but with a minimum indemnity of US$250 000.00.

h) Insurance required under any applicable Workmen’s Compensation Acts and Regulations.

i) Medical Insurance for its employees.

j) Insurance required in terms of any applicable Regulation including Statutory obligations of the Consultant.

The Employer will accept no responsibility for any deductible in terms of the above insurances.

When called upon so to do by the Engineer from time to time the Consultant shall produce such evidence as the Engineer may require proof of such insurances being in full force and effect.

ENGINEER’S SUPERVISION AND REPRESENTATIVES

Instructions and Orders



All instructions and orders to the Consultant shall, except as herein otherwise provided, be given by the Engineer. Should instructions and orders be given orally they shall, whenever practicable, on the request of the Consultant, be confirmed in writing by the Engineer within 7 (seven) days of the request therefor.

Engineer's Representative



The Engineer may from time to time delegate to another any of the powers, discretions, functions and authorities vested in him and may at any time revoke any such delegation.  Any such delegation or revocation shall be in writing signed by the Engineer and in the case of delegation shall specify the powers, discretions, functions and authorities thereby delegated and the person or persons to whom the same are delegated.  No such delegation or revocation shall have effect until confirmation thereof in writing has been given to the Consultant.  Any person to whom any such delegation is made shall be entitled to exercise the powers, discretions, functions and authorities so delegated to him as aforesaid.

ASSIGNMENT AND SUB-CONTRACTING


17.1
Assignment



The Consultant shall not, without the consent in writing of the Engineer, assign or transfer the Contract or any part thereof or any rights or obligations therein to any other corporate body or person.


17.2
Sub-Contracting



The Consultant shall not sub-contract the whole or any part of the Contract without the prior written consent of the Engineer, and such consent if given shall not relieve the Consultant from any liability or obligation under the Contract and he shall be responsible for the acts, defaults and neglects of any sub‑contractor, his agents, servants or workmen as fully as if they were the acts, defaults or neglects of the Consultant.

RESTRICTED INFORMATION

The Consultant undertakes to maintain the confidentiality of all technical information and other information which is communicated to the Consultant, both during the term of this agreement and after the termination thereof, irrespective of how such termination comes about, and undertakes not to use any such information for his own purposes nor to disclose any portion thereof to any third party.

CONSULTANT'S DEFAULT


Should the Consultant fail or neglect to provide the Services with due diligence and expedition, or refuse or neglect to comply with any reasonable orders given to him in writing by the Engineer in connection with the Services, or be in breach of any of the provisions of the Contract, the Employer may give notice in writing to the Consultant to make good the failure, neglect, refusal or breach. Should the Consultant fail to demonstrate compliance with the notice within seven days from the date of receipt of such notice, the Employer will be entitled to terminate the Contract or part thereof forthwith by giving written notice to the Consultant.


Such termination shall be without prejudice and in addition to, any other rights, which the Employer may have in law to claim damages for breach of the agreement by the Consultant.

INSOLVENCY


Should the Consultant become insolvent or commit an act of insolvency or pass a resolution for winding up, (not being a member's voluntary winding up for the purpose of reconstruction or amalgamation) or be subject to a winding up order of the Court (whether provisional or final), or be placed under provisional or final judicial management, the Employer shall have the right either:

to terminate the Contract forthwith by notice in writing to the Consultant or to the liquidator or judicial manager or to any person in whom the Contract may become vested.  Upon such termination the provisions of Clause 21.0 hereof shall become effective.

TERMINATION 
21.1
Effect of Termination under Clause 19.0 or Clause 20.0

In the event of termination of the Contract or part thereof in terms of Clause 19.0 (Consultant’s Default) or Clause 20.0 (Insolvency) then at the request of the Employer, the Consultant shall, as far as may be possible, forthwith assign to the Employer any subsisting sub-contracts. The Consultant shall ensure that all agreements with sub-consultants contain a provision for such eventuality.

21.2
Termination by the Employer

21.2.1
The Employer shall have the right to terminate the Contract or any discrete portion thereof by written notice at any time.  If such termination shall not have been caused by one of the grounds specified in Clauses 19.0 (Contractor’ Default) or 20.0 (Insolvency), the Employer will pay to the Consultant compensation for all expenditure and liabilities properly incurred by the Consultant, and the Consultant shall not be entitled to any further or other payment. In the event of termination under this clause, the Consultant shall, at the request of the Employer, forthwith assign to the Employer all subsisting sub-contracts. The Consultant shall ensure that all agreements with sub-contractors contain a provision for such eventuality.

21.2.2
In the event of termination of the Contract by the Employer as provided for in this Clause 21.2, the Consultant shall, immediately upon receipt of the notice of termination or on such later date as may be specified in the said notice deliver to the Employer or its nominees all documentation prepared by the Consultant up to the date of receipt of the said notice and all technical information supplied to the Consultant by or on behalf of the Employer.

FORCE MAJEURE

22.1
In this Clause, “Force Majeure” means an exceptional event or circumstance:

(a) which is beyond a party’s control,

(b) which such party could not reasonably have provided against before entering into the Contract,

(c) which, having arisen, such party could not reasonably have avoided or overcome, and

(d) which is not substantially attributable to the other party.

Force Majeure may include, but is not limited to, exceptional events or circumstances of the kind listed below, so long as conditions (a) to (d) above are satisfied.

(i) war, hostilities (whether war be declared or not), invasion, act of foreign enemies,

(ii) rebellion, terrorism, revolution, insurrection, military or usurped power, or civil war,

(iii) riot, commotion, disorder, strike or lockout by persons other than the Consultant’s personnel and other employees of the Consultant and subcontractors,

(iv) munitions of war, explosive materials, ionising radiation or contamination by radio-activity, except as may be attributable to the Consultant’s use of such munitions, explosives, radiation or radio-activity, and

(v) natural catastrophes such as earthquake, hurricane, typhoon or volcano activity.

22.2
If the party is or will be prevented from performing any of its obligations under the Contract by Force Majeure, then is shall give notice to the other party of the event or circumstances constituting the Force Majeure and shall specify the obligations, the performance of which is or will be prevented.   The notice shall be given within 14 days after the party became aware, or should have become aware, of the relevant event or circumstance constituting Force Majeure.

The party shall, having given notice, be excused performance of such obligations for so long as such Force Majeure prevents it from performing them.

Notwithstanding any other provision of this Clause, Force Majeure shall not apply to obligations of either party to make payments to the other party under the Contract.

Each party shall at all times use all reasonable endeavours to minimise any delay in the performance of the Contract as a result of Force Majeure.



A party shall give notice to the other party when it ceases to be affected by the Force Majeure.

If by virtue of the provisions detailed herein either party shall be excused the performance or punctual performance of any material obligation for a continuous period of 4 (four) months, then either party may, at any time thereafter and provided such performance or punctual performance is still excused, terminate the Contract by notice in writing one to the other.

ARBITRATION

23.1
If at any time any question, dispute or difference shall arise between the Employer and the Consultant in connection with the Contract, either party shall, as soon as reasonably practicable, give to the other notice in writing of the existence of such question, dispute, or difference, specifying its nature and the point at issue, and the same shall be submitted to arbitration.  Such submission shall be made to a panel of three arbitrators, of which one arbitrator shall be appointed by each the Employer and the Consultant, and the two arbitrators appointed shall jointly select an umpire. This submission shall be made and the arbitration proceedings conducted in accordance with the Rules of The Chartered Institute of Arbitrators of 1 Angel Gate London England.  The relevant proceedings shall take place in English at an agreed venue in the Republic of Zambia or the Republic of South Africa.

The award of the arbitrators shall be final and binding on the parties.  Upon  every or any such submission, the costs of and incidental to the submission and award respectively shall be at the discretion of the arbitrators, who shall be directed to determine the amount thereof or the basis on which the same shall be ascertained.


23.3
Performance of the Contract shall continue during arbitration proceedings unless the Engineer orders the suspension thereof or of any part thereof.  If any suspension is ordered by The Engineer the justification for such suspension shall form part of the arbitration proceedings and unless the arbitrators find that the Engineer was justified in ordering such suspension, then the reasonable expenses of the Consultant occasioned by such suspension shall be payable by the Employer to the Consultant.  No payments due or payable by the Employer to the Consultant shall be withheld on account of a pending arbitration.
24.0 NO WAIVER

No act of relaxation, indulgence or grace on the part of the Employer shall in any way operate as or be deemed to be a waiver by the Employer of any of its rights in terms of the Contract or a novation thereof.
